If you find you must leave the concert area for some reason, please wait 

and do so only between selections.  

*   Avoid extraneous noise. If your pager, cell phone or watch has an electronic alarm, please 

be sure it is turned off during the co ncert.  

*   Be courteous while taking pictures. Flash photography is discouraged while the students 

are performing.
